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Summary/Abstract

Magnetic resonance imaging of the TMJ's were obtained from 194
adolescent individuals between 1994 and 1996. Repeat imaging was
carried out on the same sample of adolescents from 1999 - 2000. 113
individuals returned for imaging of the joints as well as cephalometric
evlauation.
